Numerous scholars have long attempted to explain how separate texts are
meaningfully associated and why they need to be read together. Employing
Ziva Ben-Porat's model, | propose literary alusion as “a device for simulta-
neous activation of multiple texts.” In studying alusion, one is required
to explain the author’s active, deliberate use of antecedent texts, while ask-
ing about whether a textual affinity results either from one text borrowing
another text or from two texts appropriating a common literary pool. The
alusion study in deding with biblical texts respects, therefore, the authorial
intention, which is one of important aspect of the Reformed theological
legacy. In this article | argue that, drawing a marvelous analogy between
Ezekiel's “weird throne-bearers’ and Daniel’s “hybridized beasts,” Daniel
maximizes the four beasts' abnormality and unruliness at once.
Likewise, Daniel underscores the theme of the divine sovereignty, while
offering a thematic contrast between the chariot-bearers’ volunteering obedi-
ence to the Glory of YHWH and the monstrous beasts forced submission
to the Ancient One. In doing so, it is demonstrated that allusion has three
principle factors: the form of the sign of the alusion, the function of the
alusion, and the relation of the alluding text to the evoked text. | will
use six criteria for identifying alusion: (1) lexical and syntactical agreement,
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(2) Quantitative Density of Allusion, (3) Reenactment of Similar
Circumstance, (4) The Purposeful Use of Scripture, (5) Transference of
Context, and (6) Accumulative Force of Clusters of Allusion.
